Bible Skills
Bible Study Assistant

Assignment Type: Weekly

Assignment Time:  4:45-5:20 or 5:20-5:55
Assist the Bible Skills Coordinator (called position) in planning the weekly bible study lesson and preparing the necessary materials, in accordance with the LOGOS curriculum. Participate in Bible Study team meetings and help coordinate special activities planned to coincide with a holiday or theme.


Family Time

Kitchen Team/Set Up Shift
Assignment Type: Bi-weekly or monthly 

Assignment Time: 4:00-6:00
Participate in preparing dinner and setting tables for the evening.  Typical duties include; washing, chopping, mixing, heating, and serving the dinner.  Setting tables with: napkins, plates, cups, silverware, table cloth, table numbers and decorations and setting up dish clearing stations in dining room.  Family Time Coordinators (called positions) and Head Cook will provide weekly details.  It is helpful when kitchen volunteers can stay the entire evening and serve on both shifts.
Kitchen Team/Clean Up Shift
Assignment Type: Bi-weekly or monthly 

Assignment Time: 5:30-7:30

Participate in serving dinner and then begin clean up as dinner is finishing.  Clean up FCP kitchen and Heritage Hall to a state as if LOGOS did not disturb it.  Duties include: removing dishes from clean up stations in dining room, operating dishwasher, putting away dishes, removing garbage from kitchen and depositing in outdoor receptacle.  Packing leftovers for parish care or recycling.  Wiping down all surfaces in kitchen and kitchen carts, wiping tables in HH with bleach spray and returning any Heritage Hall displays to proper order.  It is helpful when kitchen volunteers can stay the entire evening and serve on both shifts.
Table Parent

Assignment Type: Weekly
Assignment Time: 5:45 -6:50
Interact with children and build a family atmosphere at the table. Eat family-style dinner with children of varied grade levels and one other adult table parent.  Engage children in conversation, and help children observe good table manners and food stewardship. Supervise and participate in short table games after dinner.  Be present at 5:45 weekly table parent meeting with Dinner Dean.
Laundry

Assignment Type: Weekly
Assignment Time: Flexible
Launder tea towels, pot holders, aprons and table cloths used in the kitchen and at dinner.  Laundry can be picked up in Heritage Hall at 7:15 at the end of LOGOS, laundered at home and delivered back to the church by 4:00 the next Thursday or before.  Return laundry items to individual storage areas (drawers in kitchen for towels, pot holders and aprons and dish pantry for aprons.)  Some stain treatment will be necessary.
Grocery Shopper 
Assignment Type: Weekly
Assignment Time: Flexible
Partner with the Head Cook to establish a list of weekly grocery needs for snack time and dinner.  Special items may also be required to support Little LOGOS.  Purchase groceries and deliver to FPC on Thursdays by time designated by Family Time Coordinator (called position) or Head Cook.  Work to stay within established budget and provide copies of receipts to Director/Treasurer weekly.
Snack Assistant

Assignment Type: Weekly

Assignment Time: 3:00 – 4:10
Assist in the preparation and service of weekly snack for LOGOS youth.  Duties may include; washing, chopping, plating, snack table set up and replenishment and delivery of snacks to classrooms.  Sit with students at tables while they eat, engage them in conversation and ensure they stay seated during snack time.  Help students clear tables and line up for the first rotations at 4:00 and 4:10 pm.

Recreation
Recreation Assistant
Assignment Type: Weekly or Team Rotation
Assignment Time: Flexible, 4:10-4:45, 4:45-5:20, 5:20-5:55
Assist the Recreation Coordinator (called position) in facilitating planned activities.  Arrive prior to set recreation period to assist with the organization of materials. Participate in Recreation team meetings and help coordinate special activities planned to support the annual Holiday Fair and/or coincide with a holiday or theme.


Worship Skills

Worship Skills Assistant
Assignment Type: Weekly or Team Rotation
Assignment Time: 4:10-4:45, 4:45-5:20, 5:20-5:55
Assist the Worship Skills Coordinator (called position) in facilitating planned activities.  Arrive prior to set worship skills period to help organize materials and prepare for the arrival of the children.  Participate in Worship Skills team meeting and help coordinate worship participation, special activities to support the annual Holiday Fair and/or coincide with a holiday or theme.

Little LOGOS Assistant

Assignment Type: Weekly or Team Rotation
Assignment Time: Flexible within 4:00-7:00
Assist the Little LOGOS Coordinator (called position) in developing and leading age appropriate curriculum that provide preschool aged children with activities that are pulled from the four part philosophy of LOGOS (Bible Study, Worship Skills, Recreation and Family Time.)   Serve and eat dinner with preschool children in Heritage Hall.   
Little LOGOS Table Parent

Assignment Type: Weekly

Assignment Time: 5:00-5:30
Interact with preschool children and build a family atmosphere at the table. Serve and eat dinner with Little LOGOS children in Heritage Hall.  Help children observe good table manners and food stewardship.  
Carpool Driver
Assignment Type: Weekly 

Assignment Time: 3:30 Dismissal at GIS, 3:40 Dismissal at GES
Meet assigned group of children at designated school and provide transportation to FPC.  After arriving at FPC provide supervision in Heritage Hall while children snack and work on homework until LOGOS begins at 4:00pm.  
Class Shepherd
Assignment Type: Weekly

Assignment Time: 4:00-6:00

Take attendance, escort children to and from activities, and assist leaders with supervision during activities.

4 Parts Floating Volunteer
Assignment Type: Weekly, Bi-Weekly

Assignment Time: 4:00-6:50, Flexible

Experience the 4 parts of LOGOS as you assist with areas requiring additional hands on any given week.   Check in with the Manager on Duty on Thursday and receive your assignment to assist with Recreation, Bible Skills, Worship Skills, Family Time or Little LOGOS.
Teens (Senior Highs – 9th grade and up)

Assignment Type: Weekly, Bi-Weekly

Assignment Time: 4:00-6:50, Flexible
